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Posting convenience for fleet owners 

Renewing a motor vehicle licence can be very time-consuming.  For fleet owners with scores of licences to renew, this can be a considerable obstacle. 

The SA Post Office has introduced a bulk EFT renewal service for fleet owners that eliminates queuing, delays and administration effort. The fleet owner need not move from his desk as the Post Office picks up the renewal notices and delivers the licence disks once renewals have been done. 

The Post Office does not charge commission on the renewals. 

The service is available in Gauteng, KwaZulu-Natal, Limpopo, the Free State and Eastern Cape. 

“We wanted to eliminate all the administrative fuss for fleet owners,” says Mmapula Kgari, general manager at the SA Post Office.  “Renewing the licence disks of an entire fleet is now just a phone call away.”
